The director will submit the papers to a panel of judges,
who will recommend 12 to 25 papers to be read at the state meeting of
the Tennessee Junior Academy of Science in Nashville, April 18, 1980.
The number of invitations to be issued will depend upon available
funds. Science students, along with their sponsoring teachers, will be
invited to attend the state meeting. In selecting individuals for partici-
pation and entry, and in all administration of the project, the Ten-
nessee Junior Academy of Science does not discriminate on the grounds
of race, color, creed, or national origin of any applicant.

All papers must be received by March 1, 1980, and must be
accompanied by an official cover sheet.
